RAINFALL AND RIVER SITUATION SUMMARY AS ON 23 SEPTEMBER 2020

e The Brahmaputra- Jamuna and Ganges- Padma rivers are in falling trend, which may
continue in next 24 hours..

e Except the Kushiyara, the major rivers of the Upper Meghna Basin in the North-Eastern
region of the country are in rising trend.

e According to the numerical weather model of Bangladesh Meteorological Department and
India Metrological Department, there is chance of moderate to heavy rainfall in the
Northern, North-Eastern region of the country and in Indian adjacent Meghaloya,
Darjeeling area in next 48 hours. As a result the Dharla, Teesta, Dudkumar and the major
rivers of the Upper Meghna Basin may rise rapidly during this time.
